4. Proof of eligibility for category I, II & University of Hyderabad pensioners.

5. Aadhar card of Child, Mother and Father.

Please note that extension of time will not be given for producing any
document, under any circumstances, the application for admission will
not be accepted with insufficient documentation.

Criteria for Admission

Age:

As per NEP 2020, the entry age to seek admission into L.K.G is four years plus
and less than five years as on 31st March, the year in which the student is
seeking admission. Admission is open to only those candidates born on or after
31.3.2020 and on or before 31.03.2021.

The candidates picked up in the lottery shall be called for an interactive session,
with the teacher, to ascertain the minimum requisite skills-Mental ability,
Psychomotor skills etc. Mere calling for the interactive session will not confer any
right to claim admission.

Priority Categories

The following priorities shall be considered for admission, in the order mentioned
below.

CATEGORY I

1 — Children of permanent employees and the employees on deputation at the
University of Hyderabad.

Out of the available seats of fresh admission, if any, after admitting Category I,
following priorities shall be followed in granting admissions.

CATEGORY II

II A — Children of students of the University of Hyderabad that includes Research
Scholars, post-Doctoral Fellows and other Bonafide students, followed by
children of project staff and then outsourced /contractual staff of the University
of Hyderabad-The outsourced /contractual staff seeking admission shall have
completed at least 3 years of service as outsourced /contractual staff in the
University as on the last date of submission of application for admission.

II B — Grandchildren of permanent and retired employees of the University of
Hyderabad- Each of the categories — permanent and retired (employees) shall be
allotted 50% of the available vacancies. The allotment is interchangeable within
II B in case of shortage of applicants in a given category i.e permanent/ retired.

II C — Children of alumni of the University of Hyderabad Campus School, not
exceeding three admissions in the year of admissions.

Out of the available seats of fresh admission, if any, after admitting Category I
and Category II, following priorities shall be followed in granting admission.

CATEGORY III

IIT A — 50% shall be reserved for Children of transferable and non-transferable
employees of Autonomous Bodies/public sector Undertaking/Institute of Higher
Learning of the Government of India that are serving/ in collaboration with /have
a tie-up with the University of Hyderabad, Unfilled seats in this category will be
allotted to Category III B.

No application shall be considered under two different categories.
